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Colossians 2:16-23

In order to experience fullness and freedom in our spiritual life
then we must...

I. LOSE the legalism and FOCUS on Christ (v.16-17).

e The Passover foretold of Jesus’ sacrifice as the
Lamb of God.

e The Feast of Unleavened Bread foretold of His
sinless body being the perfect sacrifice for our sins.

e The Feast of Tabernacles foreshadowed the time
when Jesus will dwell among His people, living in
their midst.

e The Feast of Firstfruits foreshadowed Jesus’ resur-
rection.

e The Feast of Trumpets tells of the day when Jesus
will rapture His church.

e And according to the book of Hebrews The Day of
Atonement is a picture of Jesus being the final sac-
rifice for our sin and the only way we can become
Holy.

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Will this action evangelize the lost (1 Cor. 10:32-33)
